Printer Ink Refills or Buy A New One!
Ink cartridges that have been remanufactured are basically ink cartridges that have been recycled and reprocessed by the professionals of the industry. The process of remanufacturing an ink cartridge compromises of physically taking apart the ink cartridge, checking it and cleaning every part of the cartridge and finally changing any part has become useless or worn out. Once a professional technician finishes this tedious process, it is rebuilt completely and refilled before it is sent out for redistribution or for selling it to the customers.

If you manage to find an expert to remanufacture your ink cartridge, then you might experience that your remanufactured ink cartridge is of a much better quality than what the original manufacturer had sold to you. The advantage with the remanufacturing process is that it can be done again and again. All you have to do is to change the part that has become useless or worn out and it will give your ink cartridge a longer life span. If you choose to remanufacture your ink cartridges instead of purchasing a new one, then it would cost you about sixty percent less than going out and getting a brand new ink cartridge.

The people involved in remanufacturing ink cartridges try to make their ink as close to the ink that is produced by the original manufacturers, whether it is the quality of the ink or any other such aspect. Some of the bigger remanufacturing companies will not hesitate in spending large amounts of money on research and development so that they can make new inks as well as make inks that are of a very good quality and very close to the original manufacturer’s ink. However, beware of the less conscientious dealers who tend to sell you ink of a poor quality so that they can make a profit. A dealer of this kind will use single ink for many brands and their customer service is nothing to brag about.

Some companies produce ink cartridges with a built in microchip. A few examples of these companies are Lexmark, Epson, Canon etc. the technology that goes into making the chip has been patented. To find ink cartridges similar to these kinds of ink cartridges can be a real trouble some affair as they will be very difficult to come by.

Printer companies can get pretty serious when it comes to these kinds of chips. There was a very significant case that involved the Lexmark Company, which deals with printing machines. The reason why this case stands out is because the court of law rules in favor of the third party printer manufacturers on the argument of producing cloned ink cartridges. But in case you do posses a printer that runs on an ink cartridge that consists of a microchip then searching for a remanufactured ink cartridge could prove to be much easier than searching for a compatible ink cartridge.
Inkjet refills can reduce operating costs for your inkjet printer. In today’s market, costs for inkjet printers have fallen to all-time lows while costs for inkjet cartridges continue to increase. In fact, some inkjet printers are so cheap, that it makes more sense to toss them out instead of going through the hassle of trying to get the thing fixed or replaced under manufacturer’s warranties.
