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WinAntiVirus is NOT Virus Protection Software!
WinAntiVirus is a rogue anti-virus program which has been known to be downloaded by trojans. WinAntiVirus uses aggressive advertising and disturbing pop-up windows saying that WinAntiVirus is being a combination of Spyware Blocker, AntiVirus, Firewall and Popup Blocker. It may also show false advertisements saying that WinAntiVirus will clean all viruses and you should try the demo version. Then demo version returns artificial scan results of user’s computer to push him into buying the full version. The removal of WinAntiVirus is highly advisable.  
When removing spyware such as WinAntiVirus the course of action is to detect and delete the processes, registry keys, DLL files and other malicious files from your computer.  Take Note: The manual process of removing spyware from your computer proves difficult and puts you at risk of damaging your computer. We advise using a professional.
WinAntiVirus is Malware which is a computer contaminant. The purpose of Malware is to infiltrate or damage a computer system without the direct consent of the owner. Malware includes Spyware or Adware programs and can take on more sinister names such as Trojans, Worms and Viruses. 

WinAntiVirus is Rogue Anti-Spyware.  The term “Rogue Anti-Spyware refers to anti-spyware software which is questionable in nature.  Rogue Anti-Spyware may not even remove spyware. Rogue Anti-Spyware programs are inferior to legitimate Anti-Spyware programs as they are rarely updated with spyware definitions, poorly developed and may not detect all or even any spyware in your PC.  

WinAntiVirus is embedded by a Trojan.  A Trojan is a malicious program that is disguised as or embedded within legitimate software. Trojans install themselves onto your computer secretly. Many Trojans will often be downloaded in email attachments ie .avi, .pif, .exe, and .jpg files. Trojans may gain complete control over a system once installed. A Trojan will usually delete files, steal passwords, change system settings, monitor and record your PC activity.


The WinAntiVirus Trojan may have infiltrated your system by one of these methods. Trojans are the most dangerous and complex spyware parasites possessing the ability to take control of your entire system. Trojans should be removed IMMEDIATELY.

WinAntiVirus issues fake security warnings.  Rogue Anti-Spyware applications use a number of methods to secure a purchase. Once embedded into your computer the application will attempt to get you to buy through the intentional use of false positives, as well as through misleading pop-ups and "system alerts," claiming that your computer is infected with spyware. 


Rogue Anti-Spyware artificial warning methods:  Windows look-alike balloon prompting from your system tray, popup window warning you that Spyware has been detected, you may find that your desktop has been hijacked and replaced with a false warning message, your internet browser home page maybe hijacked and switched with a security warning page.  WinAntiVirus may use one or more of these methods attempting to scare and trick you into purchasing.  

WinAntiVirus may come bundled with additional Malware.  Many programs such as WinAntiVirus come bundled with freeware programs, additional spyware programs, or may install additional spyware through the same Trojan it was installed through. Immediately removing the Spyware parasite will help reduce the chances of further infection. 

WinAntiVirus may recreate, repair and update itself.  Complex spyware applications such as WinAntiVirus may recreate, repair and update themselves to avoid removal. When complex Spyware applications such as WinAntiVirus alter, repair and update their files, DLLs, registry keys and process, a spyware scanner may only remove part of the program allowing the other remaining files to execute procedures to repair and update. In these cases it can make the manual removal process almost impossible.  We highly recommend removing Malware such as these IMMEDIATELY before the parasite mutates.
