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Multi-Flavored Spyware and Malware
Rogue Anti-Spyware programs use devious marketing methods such as issuing fake warning alerts attempting to lure you into purchasing their software. These scare tactics cross the line of anti-Spyware to being Rogue Anti-Spyware. Many Rogue Anti-Spyware programs are embedded into your PC by a Trojan, through security loopholes or come bundled with other Malware or 3rd party applications. Some Rogue Anti-Spyware programs even install Spyware on to your system.

Spyware Trojans are used to infiltrate a users system and once inside a Trojan can create or issue system messages, deliver advertisements, install Spyware, Rogue Anti-Spyware, Adware and other malicious software. Many Trojans also have stealth like features where the parasite can lie dormant in your system background making it extremely hard to detect.

Methods Trojans can infect:  Trojans can infect through email attachments by visiting a web site a Trojan can infect by passing through a browser security loophole. Trojans can even bypass a firewall disguised as part of a user’s browser. 

Through instant messenger programs a Trojan can also infect. If not secured by a good firewall Trojans can pass when sharing files using programs like ICQ, AOL, MSN Messenger and others.  A Trojan can enter your PC when bundled with freeware or other malicious software. 

Rogue Anti-Spyware applications use a number of methods to secure a purchase. Once embedded into your computer the application will attempt to get you to buy through the intentional use of false positives, as well as through misleading pop-ups and "system alerts," claiming that your computer is infected with spyware. 

Rogue Anti-Spyware artificial warning methods:  Windows look-alike balloon prompting from your system tray, Popup window warning you that Spyware has been detected, You may find that your desktop has been hijacked and replaced with a false warning message, Your internet browser home page maybe hijacked and switched with a security warning page. 

Malware Symptoms to watch for (Detecting Malicious Software).  When infected with a form of Malware whether it being Spyware, Adware, a Worm, Rogue Anti-Spyware, a Trojan or even a keylogger, there are a number of symptoms you may experience when using your computer. If finding you have one or more problems with your PC may mean you have been infected by Malware.
